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On x86 / ACPI platforms, devices on enumerable busses can normally be seen directly by the OS. On DT
platforms, these devices sometimes require extra power sequencing like toggling regulator supplies or GPIO
lines. Over the years most of these cases have been solved, but there are still some gaps.

This talk will go through what already works, and attempts to identify:
- What’s missing from the device tree

- What’s defined in the device tree, but doesn’t really work in the kernel
- What kludges we have accumulated and haven’t cleaned up
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
